Fathers (and Mothers) and Friends

They lived not only in ages past; there are hundreds of thousands still.
The world is bright with the joyous saints who love to do Jesus' will.

Dietrich Bonhoeffer April 9

Dietrich Bonhoeffer was born on February 4, 1906, in Breslau, Germany. His father was a professor of
psychiatry and neurology at the University of Berlin. Young Dietrich was an excellent student, earning hi
doctorate in theology by the age of 21. Too young to be ordained, he spent a year as a curate, serving 3
German community parish in Barcelona, Spain. In 1930 he came to the United States for postgraduate
study and a teaching fellowship at Union Theological Seminar in New York City. He found that
American seminary education was not up to his exacting German standards; however, hehaialgife

experiences and friendships with many individuals who adhered to the social gospel. He became sensitive
to soci al injustice and began to see things frpm t

perspective of those who suffer oppression. He returned to Germany in 1931 and was finally ordained Igte

that year.

Bonhoefferds promising academic and ecclesiast
power in 1933. He opposed to Hitler from the beginning and barely 2 days after Hitler was installed as
Chancellor, he delivered a radio address attacking him as the leader of an idolatrous cult of Fuhrer
worship. He was cut off the air in migbntence. Later that year he was the first to raise their voice for
church resistance to persecution of Jews. Disheartened by what was happening, he acgeated a 2
appointment in London as pastor of two Gerrspraking Protestant churches. He continued to rally
people to the cause of opposition to the Nazi attempt to mesh Christian theology with Nazi racism. The
German church tried to silence him but he refused to be quiet. In 1935 he returned to Germany and
continued his antNazi work. His authorization to teach at the University of Berlin was revoked in 1936
after he was denounced as a pacifist and enemy

of

underground church that held that Christ, not the Fuhrer, was the head of the church.

Bonhoeffer made an initial contact with members of the German Resistance in 1938. In addition to his

work for the Confessing Church, he also was worried about being called up for Army service since he wds

a committed pacifist. Yet failure to swear allegiance to Hitler was a capital offense. Although he again
came to the United States, he stayed only a few weeks. Returning to Germany, he was harassed by Nar
authorities, forbidden to speak in public, write, or publish, and required to report to the police on a regulaf

basis. By this point he had joined a German military intelligence organization that was at the center of one
of several plots to assassinate Hitler. The failure of the July 1944 plot and revelation of documents relatg¢d

to the failure ensured Bonhoefferébés arrest. He we

Buchenwald, and later to Flossenburg. Condemned to death on April 8, 1945, he was led away for
execution just as he concluded his final Sunday service. As he left the altar, he said to another prisoner,
