February is a short month when winter seems especially long. The Super 

Bowl parties are fun while they last.

February brings us that little celebration of love that Valentineõs Day offers. 

With gifts of flowers and chocolates we remind people we love the place they hold in 

our hearts. We also welcome the festivities that go with the Mardi Gras Pancake 

supper, Sunday, Feb. 14th, 4-6pm. Then on Ash Wednesday, February 17th, we 

have this not-so-subtle reminder about being dust and returning to dust; 

reminders about sins and our need for repentance. òWe have sinned by our own 

fault in thought, word, and deed.ó The hopeful part about Ash Wednesday and the 

season of Lent is that once weõve confessed and accepted our need for forgiveness 

and redemption, God provides it. He does not remain distant. As children, we were 

sent to our rooms to òthink aboutó what we had done. That generally meant we had 

been mean, disobedient, rude, angry, or cruel. Often we got in trouble because we 

had hurt someone. Thinking about doing things weõre surprised we did is not 

enjoyable (òI didnõt mean to!ó). Yetéjust like a good parent always welcomes a 

broken hearted, sobbing child back with a loving embrace and comfort, thatõs 

kind of what God does for us in Lent. Godõ s love, forgiveness, and mercy provide 

what we need to move beyond our sin and muck and misdeeds. The Lord gives us 

the courage to look at ourselves and look at our lives: what weõve done and left 

undoneéwhat part of our lives needs to be restored or built for the first time 

around the grace of God in Christ Jesus? What might we give up, take on, or reflect 

on in order to be closer to God? Maybe thatõs the real discipline and focus for Lent.  

 

Please join us for our Wednesday night soup suppers and programs as we 

discuss and explore òPrayer and Other Ways of Being Close to God.ó Weõll have 

shared leadership, good fellowship and conversation, and each evening will end 

with Compline.

Fathers (and Mothers) and Friends

They lived not only in ages past; there are hundreds of thousands still.

The Dorchester Chaplains February 3, 1943 

 

The year was 1943, and the United States was deep into World War II.  Troop transport 

ships crossed the Atlantic in convoy, the better to fend off the dreaded German U-boat attacks.   

Chaplains onboard tended to the spiritual needs of the 900 men.  On the Dorchester, these 

chaplains were the Rev. George L. Fox (Methodist), Rabbi Alexander D. Goode (Jewish), the 

Rev. John P. Washington (Roman Catholic), and the Rev. Clark V. Poling (Reformed Church 

in America); they each held the rank of lieutenant. 

 

On February 3, 1943, despite the presence of other convoy ships, the Dorchester was 

torpedoed by submarine U-223 in the North Atlantic.  As the boat sank, the chaplains calmed 

the frightened soldiers and sailors, guided the evacuation of the ship, assisted wounded men to 

safety, and when the life jacket supply ran out, handed over their own without hesitation.  The 

water temperature was about 34 degrees and the air temperature was only slightly warmer (36 

degrees).  By the time other rescue ships arrived, hundreds of bodies were floating in the water, 

held up by their life jackets.  The chaplains were last seen praying on deck for the safety of the 

men as the ship slid beneath the surface.   Only 230 of the 904 survived. 

 

The Dorchester Chaplains were honored posthumously with the Purple Heart and the 

Distinguished Service Cross in 1944 and by the establishment by Congress of the Four 

Chaplains Medal in 1960.  Washington National Cathedral depicted their heroism in a stained 

glass window in the Heroes Chapel.  Closer to home, the Four Chaplains Memorial Viaduct 

spans the Tuscarawas River in Massillon.  Built in 1949, it was refurbished in 1993 and is part 

of the old Lincoln Highway.  A memorial plaque is located on the eastern end. 

 

Prayer:  Holy God, You inspired the Dorchester chaplains to be models of steadfast 

sacrificial love in a tragic and terrifying time:  Help us to follow their example, that their 

courageous ministry may inspire chaplains and all who serve, to recognize Your presence in 

the midst of peril; through Jesus Christ our Savior, Who lives and reigns with You and the 

Holy Spirit, for ever and ever.  Amen.
