Fathers (and Mothers) and Friends

They lived not only in ages past; there are hundreds of thousands still.
The world is bright with the joyous saints who love to do Jesus' will.

Oscar Romero, Archbishop of San Salvador March 24

Oscar Romero was born August 15, 1917, to a poor family in El Salvador. He was educated throgigh
grade three in the public school (the only public education offered) and was privately tutored until he was
twelve or thirteen. Although he showed remarkable academic aptitude, his father insisted that he leafn a
skill such as carpentry since academic success seldom led to employment. However, it was clear, evgn in
his youth, that he was leaning toward the Catholic priesthood.

While studying in Rome in 1942, he was ordained priest and decided to remain there to earn a doctpral
degree in theology. The following year, however, before completion of his studies, he was called home| by
his bishop because of I|Italyds Fasci sm. Hi s i tfner
come from Mussolinidéds Italy. After sever al mojnt h
return to El Salvador.

Romero worked as a parish priest for over 20 years, developing a reputation for his ability to work with
the poor in the vast slums of San Salvador. He also became the rector of the interdiocesan semipary.
However, his appointment as auxiliary bishop in 1970, as Bishop (1975), and especially as Archbishop in
1977 was met with surprise, dismay, and in some quarters incredulity. The government was pleased
because he was considered quite conservative; many priests were upset because their own liberal legnhings
had been ignored by the appointment and they feared reprisals for their liberation theology with its strgng

commit ment to the poor. Less than 3 weeks after
Grande, a progressive Jesuit priest, was gunneld d
his work in the poor sections of the city. Hil]s d
him for doing what he did, t hen | too have tlo w

investigate the assassination, a request that was ignored. Romero responded with a radicalism that surpprised
his clergy. He spoke out against poverty, social injustice, assassination gtatutdnis work began to be
recognized internationally.

In 1979, the Revolutionary Government Junta came to power amid a wave of human rights abuse$ by
the paramilitary rightving groups and the government. Romero criticized the United States for supporting
the new government and begged President Carter to reduce its military support for the regime. Howe)er,
America was afraid that El Sal vador woul d -bedqome
friendly; we did nothing.

On March 24, 1980, Archbishop Romero was assassinated while elevating the Host during the
Eucharist. His murder galvanized the international community. No longer could Americans and others turn
a deaf ear to the cries for justice in El Salvador. His funeral mass was attended by a quarter million pepple
and was the scene of a violent confrontation, probably engineered by the Junta, during which approximgtely
50 mourners were shot by snipers after a bomb exploded in the square outside the cathedral. The sgrvice
and burial in the crypt continued amid the sounds of gunfire outside.

Today, Romero is remembered as a man who saw injustice to an entire population and sought to fight
it initially within the parameters of his govern
their reign of death and terror. And he is njot
known. A statue of Romero is displayed in Washington National Cathedral and another fills a promingnt
niche on the western facade of Westminster Abbey in the gallery'afe2@ury martyrs.
